	Outcomes to date: (From RAISE 2015)  
Y1 Phonics 

Significant groups are below national average for Y1 Phonics. 

Disadvantaged pupils (24 children out of a cohort of 60)

Y1 Phonics – 42% achieved the expected standard in comparison to 66% nationally. 67% of the other pupils achieved the expected standard in comparison to 80% nationally. 

Y2 Phonics

Significant groups are below national average for Y2 Phonics.

Disadvantaged pupils (18 children out of a cohort of 49)

Y2 Phonics – 78% achieved the expected standard in comparison to 84% nationally. 90% of the other pupils achieved the expected standard in comparison to 92% nationally. 

Attainment at KS1 – Average Points Score (APS)

Significant groups are below national average.

Disadvantaged pupils (18 out of a cohort of 49)

Maths – HWR – 14,  National – 15.1

Reading – HWR – 12.8,  National – 15.2
